Storage

The components of the flocktype Mycoplasma Ms Ab ELISA
should be stored at 2-8°C and are stable until the expiration
date stated on the label. Wash Buffer (10x) and Stop Solution
may be stored at room temperature (18-25°C) to avoid salt
crystallization. If test strips are provided with the kit, store the
remaining test strips in the re-sealed foil pouch with desiccant at
2-8°C until next use. The fest strips can be stored for at least 6
weeks after opening the plate pouch.

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Introduction

The flocktype Mycoplasma Ms Ab is a highly sensitive and
specific solution for the detection of antibodies to Mycoplasma
synoviae (M. synoviae) in serum and plasma samples from
chickens and turkeys.

Mycoplasma synoviae is found worldwide and causes chronic
respiratory diseases in birds. Systemic infection leads to
infectious synovitis. The severity of infection depends

on secondary infections. Mycoplasmas adhere to the respiratory
epithelium and to erythrocytes. The cellular immune response is
central to infections with M. synoviae, although the production
of specific antibodies may also be induced by infections and
vaccinations.

The flocktype Mycoplasma Ms Ab uses a membrane protein of
Mycoplasma synoviae prepared by recombinant technology as
antigen. This protein is highly conserved amongst the
Mycoplasma synoviae strains and is strongly immunogenic.

The flocktype Mycoplasma Ms Ab in combination with the
FlockSoft™ software is capable of calculating the antibody titer
in chicken/turkey and of quantitatively depicting the results.

Principle

The microtiter plate is coated with a recombinant protein that is
specific for M. synoviae. During sample incubation Ms-specific
antibodies bind to the immobilized antigen. Unbound material
is removed by rinsing. The anti-IgY-HRP conjugate detects
serum antibodies bound to the antigen. Unbound conjugate is
removed by rinsing. A colorimetric reaction is initiated by
adding Substrate Solution and stopped after 10 minutes. In the
presence of Ms-specific antibodies, within the sample, HRP
catalyzes a blue color development, which turns yellow after
adding the Stop Solution. The optical density (OD) is measured
in a spectrophotometer. The OD values correlate with the
concentration of anti-Ms antibodies in the sample.

B The use of clean glass devices, careful pipetting and rinsing
during the test, and strict adherence to the indicated
incubation times is essential for precise test results.

Things to do before starting

B Bring reagents to room temperature (18-25°C) immediately
before use. In case of precipitated salt crystals in the Wash
Buffer (10x), dissolve by gentle swirling and warming.

Wash Buffer: Dilute Wash Buffer (10x) 1:10 in distilled water,
for example, for one test plate dilute 25 ml Wash Buffer (10x) in
225 ml distilled water and mix.

Serum/plasma: Prior to sample analysis, with serum/plasma
samples, dilute 1:500 in Sample Diluent (e.g., dilute 1 ul
sample in 499 ul Sample Diluent) and mix well. Use plastic
tubes or uncoated microtiter plates for dilution. Change pipet
tips for each sample.
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Alternatively, serum/plasma samples can be diluted from a pre-

dilution (1:50 in Sample Diluent) directly in the Test Plate (see
Procedure step 1a).

®  Controls are ready-to-use and do not require dilution.

Pipet 100 ul of each of the ready-to-use Negative Control
(in duplicates) and Positive Control (in duplicates) and the
1:500 samples into the Test Plate wells.

Alternatively, pipet 90 ul of Sample Diluent in each sample
well and add 10 ul of the of the 1:50 pre-diluted sample.
Mix well.

Record the positions of the controls and samples in a test
protocol. The use of a multichannel pipet is recommended
for the transfer of samples. Cover the Test Plate.

Incubate for 30 min at room temperature (18-25°C).
Remove solution from the wells by aspiration or tapping.

Rinse each well 3x with 300 ul of prepared Wash Buffer.
Remove the buffer after each rinse.

Pipet 100 pl ready-to-use Conjugate to each well and
incubate for 30 min at room temperature (18-25°C). Cover
the Test Plate.

Remove solution from wells by aspiration or tapping.

Rinse each well 3x with 300 ul of prepared Wash Buffer.
Remove the buffer after each rinse.

Pipet 100 ul TMB Substrate Solution to each well.

Incubate for 10 min at room temperature in the dark. Begin
timing after the first well is filled.
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10. Stop the reaction by adding 100 ul Stop Solution per well.

Add the Stop Solution in the same order as the Substrate
Solution was added.

11. Measure the OD in the plate reader at 450 nm within 20
min after stopping the reaction.

Measuring at a reference wavelength (620-650 nm) is
optional.
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Data Interpretation

Validation criteria

The results are valid if the following criteria are met:

B The mean value (MV) of the measured OD value for the
Positive Control (PC) must be =0.7

B The MV of the measured OD value for the Negative Control
(NC) must be 0.2

In case of invalid assays the test should be repeated after a
thorough review of the instructions for use.

Calculation
Calculate the MV of the measured OD for the NC and the PC.

The ratio (S/P) of sample OD to mean OD of the positive
control is calculated according to the following equation:

MV ODgpe — MV ODye

Endpoint titers are calculated from the S/P ratio at a 1:500
dilution using the following equation:

Log,, Titer = 1.12 (Log,, S/P) + 3.83
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Interpretation of the results

Samples with the S/P ratio <0.1 are negative.
Specific antibodies to M. synoviae could not be detected.

Samples with the S/P ratio =0.1 and <0.2 are doubtful.
Doubtful results should be grouped to the majority of the
positive or negative results. It is recommended to retest doubtful
results after a few weeks.

Samples with the S/P ratio =0.2 are positive.
Specific antibodies to M. synoviae were detected.

For further diagnostic serological results, it is recommended to
identify the pathogen obtained from tracheal swabs by real-time
PCR (e.g., bactotype® Mycoplasma Mg/Ms PCR Kit).
